PROFESSIONAL 

1993 to date

Initiated Khwendo Kor during 1993, as the first women run developmental NGO in NWFP.

Since 1993, managed the expansion and organizational growth of KK from 4 female staff working in 2 villages of one District of NWFP to the present total of 139 staff comprising most of females, including 74 community-based school teachers, working in more than 80 villages in 4 Districts and one in Frontier Region (FR) in FATA. The programme covers female education in two districts, and an integrated programme of female education, women's micro-enterprise development and primary health care in two districts supported by a 500% increase in budget.

My role in KK has developed from responsibility, during the formative stage, for day-to-day management and all operational activities to strategic management with perspective of institutionalizing KK’s Vision and Mission and decentralizing the organization for better delivery at field level. 

Currently, my main responsibilities are:

Strategic Planning, Monitoring, Staffing, Team Building with reference to HRD, Institutional Strengthening, Community Development, External Relations and Fund Raising.

May 1990 to Dec 1992: Director: Environment and Energy Education (EEE) Department, Fuel Efficient Cooking Technologies (FECT) Project
This position enabled me to be involved in policy level decision-making and my responsibilities were for mid-level management and implementation of overall EEE activities in 88 villages of four districts of NWFP. This entailed planning, strategy formulation, collaboration with other organizations, internal and external training, communication material development and reporting.

Jan to May 1990: Field Co-ordinator: GTZ Fuel Efficient Cooking Technologies (FECT) Project
In January 1990 I was appointed to the position of Field Co-ordinator in FECT with the main function of supervising the implementation of field activities. 

This position-involved responsibility for developing work plans, community participation through awareness raising and motivational campaigns, women’s group formation and training of these groups through the use of various participatory teaching methodologies, reporting of field activities and training of field staff.

Oct 1989 to Dec 1989: Project Officer: GTZ Domestic Energy Saving Project

Appointment to this post followed from competitive interview and my main responsibility was for developing a number of Communication Materials for Afghan Refugees including booklets, posters, handouts and flip charts. My contribution focussed on research, writing, selection and development of drawings and pictures, lay out, translation (English / Urdu / Pashto) and printing. 

Aug 1987 to Sept 1989: Lady Counsellor: All Pakistan Women’s Association (APWA), Model Clinic for Family Planning, Surgical Contraception Programme for both women and men
The Clinic was established in 1987. My role as counsellor for temporary and permanent contraception methods among women and men of N.W.F.P was, by report, crucial to the success of the whole programme. It involved counseling potential clients from various communities, and also meeting with senior officials from, for example, Population Welfare Department and CMH, to explain the programme to them and to gain their co-operation in referring clients. The most important factor during the initial stage was building up the image of the APWA Model Clinic in order to gain the confidence of all the concerned target groups.

My responsibilities also included training and guidance to the field staff who were running various community based health centers. 

During this time I was nominated for orientation courses being held in Bangladesh, Philippines and Sri Lanka but was unable to attend at that time due to cultural constraints.
